• a Basic tool kit (to purchase items like these click here)

download in the classroom during Week One.

i For our Holiday Planner / Week One:
• chipboard to create cover. I used the packaging that comes with patterned paper 

I’ve ordered online. You can also use the backing for a standard notebook. You will 

need enough to cut two 5 3/4” x 5 3/4” squares.

• Five to six sheets of double sided patterned papers. I used the American Crafts 

Holiday House collection [Note: this link is to just one of the papers] 

• felt tags. I used American Crafts Holiday House shapes.

• two binder rings

• eight large brads

• two-hole punch if you have one; if not, a regular office hole punch will work.

• paper CD envelopes available at office supply stores. I purchased a multi-colored 

pack at Target for $3.99 and used only the red and green. I’ll use the others for 

other projects and as actual CD envelopes! They are also available in white.

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i For the Advent Calendar:
• coordinating patterned papers…at least three patterns. I used the Fontwerks 

collection.

• document frame. These are easily found in the picture frame departments of 

most stores. The opening is 8 1/2” x 11”.

• two small suction cup hooks from a hardware store. (My suction cups are from 

Target and are 7/8” diameter.)

• circle punches in two different sizes. Mine are 1 1/8” and 1 1/2” 

• rub-on alphabet 

• number stickers or rub-ons. You will need two zeroes, two ones, and two twos. I 

used American Crafts Thickers 

• Optional buttons or other embellishments

i For Holiday Cards: 
• blank cards and envelopes in the size and color of your choice

• holiday patterned papers

• Christmas sentiment rubber stamp

• stamping ink

• metal rimmed circle tags and circle punch to fit inside. 

• 4” x 6” holiday photos (tips for taking these will be provided in class)

i For the Photo Wreath: 
• 18” floral and craft ring from a craft store. Mine is flat pressed wood.

• eleven 4” x 6” pieces of black foam core board from office supply store.

• fifteen 1” x 1” squares of black foam core board from office supply store.

• craft knife and mat.

• black acrylic paint.

• foam brushes.

• sandpaper or sanding block.

• Velcro self-adhesive circles (one package).

• 1” wide ribbon for hanging.
